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Relief Efforts in the Wake

of Hurricane Stan are
supported by HydroWest.

HydroWest responds to the needs of local hurricane victims by providing much needed food and water.

Hurricane Stan hit the south and west
coast of Guatemala this past October
2005, leaving 1,500 people either dead
or missing and almost 50,000 people
homeless.

Raging floodwaters destroyed 19 bridges
and numerous stretches of roads
completely isolating 14 of the country’s
22 departments. Thousands of people
were left without food, water and basic
health services. There was an immediate
need of food, water, medicines and
clothing.

Responding to this call for help, the staff
from HydroWest de Guatemala
immediately jumped into action. In
total, HydroWest purchased and
delivered 500 pounds of sugar, 500
pounds of rice, 500 cans of beans, 1,000
pounds of flour for tortillas, 500 pounds
of cereal, 500 bottles of water and 500
pounds of salt to some of the worst-hit
communities in the region.
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
